1. Once the deposit is paid, the following people are provided free entry to the Park in planning for your ceremony:

a. Bride and groom

b. Parents of bride and groom

c. Photographer

d. Bridesmaids and groomsmen
e. Celebrant
Please advise by email ahead of any visit.  Any other visitors are expected to pay entry fees.  Please park in the main carpark for any of these visits.

2. The location chosen for your ceremony has been allocated for your use for 2 hrs, including the time needed for your guests to arrive and disperse.  This time starts from 30 minutes prior to the scheduled time of the ceremony.  No other ceremony will take place within the same area of the park during that time. 

3. Public access.  The park is open every day so visitors may come across your wedding.  We find that normally visitors will wait until your ceremony is finished before proceeding through the park.  

4. An area in the car park will be signposted specifically for your guests.  It will be necessary to appoint two car park attendants who will supervise parking and hand out a map for guests to find their way to the ceremony.  You will be responsible for providing the map (we can provide an email file version).

5. The Park is designed for pedestrians to enjoy.  However, a mini-van may be used for transporting some guests, by prior arrangement with us. Please restrict its use to those elderly or disabled guests who cannot walk to the ceremony.  The van should be driven very slowly within the property – maximum speed of 15 km/hr

6. No more than two cars will be parked within Conifer Canyon or by the cottage for the wedding (exclusive of the mini-van parking)
7. Confetti is not to be used in any part of the gardens.

8. Alcohol must not be consumed in the ceremony area but prior arrangements can be made for booking the artists shelter after 4pm where alcohol can be served (see 12).

9. Absolutely no smoking is allowed anywhere within the property.

10. Amplification of sound can be used at the quarry pond.  We have a preference for battery-powered amplification.  

11. Any equipment or decorations will be removed from the site within half an hour of the ceremony finishing.

12. This is an outdoor venue.  The artists’ shelter can be booked for a ceremony or for drinks outside the café hours of 10 am – 4pm weekends,  or alternatively as a contingency for wet weather during those times.  The charge for this booking is an additional $200.  

13. Your wedding guests are free to walk around and enjoy the property while your photographs are taken.

14. An appointment to discuss the details of the wedding arrangements within the Park during the week prior to the ceremony will be made.
