4. Public access.  The park is open to the public every day until 6.30pm.  Depending upon your start time we may have to divert visitors away from your event but in our experience are unlikely to gatecrash it.. 
5. You agree to organise the parking and ticket sales by having the appropriately trained ‘ushers’ at the carpark area.  These people will be given maps/catalogues for guests to use on their walk up to the performance area.
6. The Park is designed for pedestrians to enjoy.  However, a mini-van may be used for transporting some guests, by prior arrangement with us, should your event be located up by the quarry pond. Please restrict its use to those elderly or disabled guests who cannot walk to the event.  The van should be driven very slowly within the property – maximum speed of 15 km/hr

7. No more than two cars will be parked within Conifer Canyon or by the cottage for the event (exclusive of the mini-van parking)

8. Absolutely no smoking is allowed anywhere within the property.

9. Amplification of sound can be used at the quarry pond.  We have a preference for battery-powered amplification.  Other options can be discussed.
10. Any equipment, decorations, or rubbish will be removed from the site the day of the event.

11. The details of the event arrangements will be discussed with the Park owner/manager prior to the event—ideally an appointment for the discussion should take place at the Park around one week before the event.
12. Should wet weather require the event to be postponed, an alternative date will be provided by mutual agreement.

13. There is a night-time curfew; it is your responsibility to ensure everyone has left the property within ½ hr after sunset.
